Hardhat Exemption Policy 
 

Many workers complain about 
having to wear a hardhat. Here is a 
series of tests that you can give 
your employees. If their head can 
pass the same testing require-
ments as a hardhat, they do not 
need to wear  a hardhat. 

 
Test 1: Immerse their head in water for 24 hours. 
Maximum absorption by weight of .5% 

 

Test 2: With head resting on a steel plate, an 8 
pound steel ball will be dropped on their head  
several times from a height of 5 feet. 
 

Test 3: Drop a 16 oz plumb-bob from a height 
of 10 feet and it should not penetrate the skull 
more than 3/8 of an inch. 
 

Test 4: Douse their head with acids, solvents and oils 
and no damage can result.  
 

Test 5: A burning Propane torch should be applied to 
their head to determine fire resistance. Minimal 
burning is allowed. 
 

Test 6: 2200 volts AC will be applied to 
the head for 3 minutes with less than 9 
mA current leakage. Electricians must 
have 20,000 volts applied.  
 
Once the test is complete and the employee passes 
all six tests, a certificate should be issued with name 
of employee, date of test, and signed by the employ-
ers’ representative who administered the six tests. 
He / She will have an ANSI Z89.1 head. 

 

Hardhat use is important! 
 

Hardhats will not protect against all hazards, but it did 
save this man’s life!  

 

A worker was walking across a jobsite when a piece 
of steel slipped from a worker’s hand. The piece of 

angle iron slid down the roof, went over the edge, and 
fell some 25 feet from the roof striking the passing 
employee on the side of the head. Fortunately, he 

was wearing his hardhat! The impact did cause a very 
serious head injury, but he did survive and after a 
hospital stay was able to go home to his family.
